EngenderHealth works to improve the lives of individuals by making quality reproductive health services available, safe and sustainable.

In the Philippines, EngenderHealth worked with the Department of Health (DOH), the Local Government Units (LGUs) and the private sector in strengthening the provision of quality voluntary sterilization and other reproductive health services, including post abortion care and  men as partners.
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BACKGROUND / HISTORY

Initially, in the 1970s and 1980s, EngenderHealth’s work focused mainly on Voluntary Sterilization (VS).  EngenderHealth worked with the DOH and other partners in establishing guidelines for training and service delivery.  Although VS remained as EngenderHealth’s main focus, work gradually broadened to include Family Planning (FP) Counseling beginning in the mid-1990s, and later, to Post-Abortion Care.  More recently, a pilot project on Men as Partners (MAP) was implemented.  USAID assistance to EngenderHealth ended on September 30, 2003.
