Save the Children Federation, Inc. aims to make lasting, positive changes in the lives of children in need.
BACKGROUND / HISTORY
Save the Children Federation, Inc. (SC/US), a private voluntary organization (PVO) founded in 1932, is a preeminent provider of development and humanitarian assistance around the world. SC/US delivers services directly or works in partnership with international and local organizations to achieve broader coverage and scale. The agency operates field programs in 40 countries and field offices in 28 locations.  
From its earliest work in the Philippines in 1982 in Guimaras Island, SC/US Philippines Field Office (PhFO) implements programs and projects in Iloilo and Guimaras in West Visayas, and in the cities of Paranaque, Las Pinas and Taguig in Metro Manila. The country program’s technical strengths lie within the health and education sectors, along with capacity building and partnership. SC/US works in close partnership with the Department of Health (DOH), Department of Education (DepEd) and the Department of Social Welfare and Development (DSWD). The country office has an active involvement and is in leadership positions with several NGO networks at the national and regional levels. These include the Philippine NGO Council for Health, Welfare and Population (PNGOC), and KAIN, a nutrition network composed of 14 international and local organizations.
PROGRAMS AND SERVICES
Save the Children manages programs in the following sub-sectors: Early Childhood Development, Primary and Secondary Education, School Health and Nutrition, Adolescent Reproductive and Sexual Health, Adult Reproductive Health and Environmental Resource Management. SC/US also provides technical assistance in Appreciative Community Mobilization (ACM), partnership and capacity-building. 
ACCOMPLISHMENTS
· In May 2002, SC/US implemented the Parent Volunteers’ Program for Early Childhood Development (ECD) from a grant from Johnson & Johnson. For three years, Parent Volunteers (PVs) will be trained to conduct Parent Education Sessions, conduct home visits and mobilize resources to deliver ECD services in their communities. 

· In 2001, SC/US implemented the Integrating School Health and Nutrition and Adolescent Reproductive Health Project funded by The Summit Foundation in 51 public elementary schools in Iloilo and Guimaras. The project piloted the enhancement of curriculum lessons on personal hygiene and adolescent RH through behavior-centered messages.

· In 2000, SC/US implemented the Packard Foundation-funded People and Environment Co-existence and Development Project, which explores the synergistic relationship between family planning/reproductive health and coastal resource management, covering 12 communities in two coastal towns each in Iloilo and Guimaras.   
· In 1997, SC/US initiated the Kalusugan sa Pamilya (KSP) Project in Iloilo through a grant from John Hopkins University to test an approach to increase the utilization of linked services of family planning and child survival in public health centers.  The project utilized Appreciative Community Mobilization (ACM) to complement mass media. An evaluation of the project found that the approach contributed to sustained community efforts in FP and child survival.  
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
